Setting Aims
We aim to provide high quality care and education for preschool children in a safe stimulating environment. To ensure every child is valued and inclusion, equality & diversity celebrated. We strive to be a positive asset to the local community.
Session details – Monday, Thursday and Friday term time only (as per Leeds LEA) strictly 9.20 until 11.15am.
Age range – We accept children from their 2nd birthday until they start school.
Snacks - Snacks and drinks for the children are provided during the session at no extra cost.
Notice board - Please ensure you are familiar with our notice board as we regularly update this with important information.

Policies and Procedures – Please speak to a staff member, at any time, if you would like to see copies of our policies and procedures that are not displayed on the notice board.
What you can expect from us:-
We operate under guidance from the Preschool Learning Alliance our setting reflects the 4 key themes of the Early Years Foundation Stage, which are:-

A Unique Child

Positive Relationships
Enabling Environments
Learning and Development
We undertake observation of the children and make assessments from these. This may include taking photographs of your child. We use these to evaluate how well each child is learning and developing in the setting and to ensure appropriate quality learning opportunities are available for each child. 

We adhere to guidance on confidentiality. The pre-school leader is available to discuss these matters. Staff are made aware only on a need to know basis.

We allocate a key worker for each child. This allows you and your child to have a named person with whom to discuss your child’s settling in and progress etc. and build good relationship with.
We operate with a ratio of adults to children that allows time and attention to be given to each child.

We will ensure that all of our staff and regular volunteers are CRB checked.

We operate in a manner that seeks to safeguard the health, safety and wellbeing of all the children. If we have concerns for any child we will raise these concerns and this may lead to the involvement of other professional agencies.

We will seek to ensure that any changes to operating practices or policies are communicated to parents in a timely manner.

What we encourage our parents and carers to do:-

We encourage our parents/carers to freely exchange any information about their child which will enable us to help your child get the most from there time with us.

To inform the Pre-school leader if your own details change and/or your child’s enrolment details change in anyway (in case we need to contact you in an emergency).

To help out at times in the session.
To share their own interests (i.e. interesting job/hobbies) with the children.
To become part of the management committee.
To join in events at the setting. 

To participate in fundraising.
To pay invoices on time.
To check the notice board regularly. 

To adhere to all policies and procedures (copies of which are available to view at any time) and to check the notice board regularly.
To be respectful towards and enjoy good relations with staff and other parents in the setting.

Please note – As a community based charitable voluntary managed setting we depend on the goodwill of parents/carers and their involvement to maintain and further the standards of the pre-school and allow it to survive in the community. Membership of the setting carries expectations on parents/carers for their support and commitment,
Thank you for your attention.
