SCALLYWAGS

General information

Your child will need: 

· A coat, hat, scarf, gloves etc in cold weather for outdoor play and a sunhat, protective clothing in summer. 

· Play clothes are more suitable as some of the activities are very messy. Aprons are provided and children are encouraged to wear these.  Your child will need a small towel (face cloth is fine) with their name on it for their sole use.

· A change of clothes, nappies, wipes etc should be placed in a clearly named bag and hung with your childs coat in the entrance lobby on arrival. (all properties should be clearly named as we cannot be held responsible for soiled, damaged or lost property).

· For Health and hygiene purposes, we do not provide potties for children who are toilet training; however you are welcome to bring one for your Child’s personal use. These should be named and left in the toilet area and collected at the end of the session. Your child will only be accompanied to the toilets by a named member of staff.

· Your child will then have the opportunity to take part in our self registration task by seeking out their name on our name table and placing in the box provided. We officially register your child when inside the main activity hall.

· The pre-school appreciates that some children gain reassurance from bringing a particular toy or comforter but please note that the pre-school cannot be held responsible for these.

· We encourage all children to sit down during communal activities e.g., registration, story time, snack time and singing time. If you are staying with your child please encourage them to do so. Please do not walk in and out of communal activities as this can be extremely disruptive to the children and staff members.

· At the end of the session your child will meet you in the waiting area. Staff members will stand at both doors at this time and NO child will leave the setting unless they are in the care of the named person. The collecting person may be asked to prove their identity if they are not known to staff members. (Please note that our pre-school policy does not allow children to leave the setting in the care of older siblings.
