Hyperacusis
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Hyperacusis is sensitivity to noise. Studies have shown that a few children with Down’s syndrome are particularly sensitive to noise. These children may be distressed in some situations especially when there is a lot of background noise. If this seems to be a problem, discuss this with your

Child’s audiologist.

One of our children who has this condition is now using BIO EARS ear plugs when going to the cinema. This has made this activity enjoyable, where as before the sound was just too loud.
